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Eagle 94.3’s Ugliest Lawn Contest
Official Contest Rules as of: May 2009
Saga Communications of Tuckessee, LLC, and its parent companies, which includes their members, officers, directors, and shareholders, are referred to collectively herein as “Eagle 94.3.”  Eagle 94.3 will conduct “Eagle 94.3’s Ugliest Lawn Contest” (hereinafter referred to as “contest”), a radio promotion contest that will air May 25, 2009 on Eagle 94.3 in which Eagle 94.3 listeners will have a chance to win a Cub Cadet electric push mower valued at $279.00 and a one time lawn maintenance visit from Lanier Lawn and Landscaping for up to $500 worth of yard maintenance for up to 20,000 square feet of yard. Qualifying Methodology:

No purchase is necessary to enter or win.  Subject to the limitations below, beginning May 25th through June 26, 2009, Eagle 94.3 will air the “Eagle 94.3 Ugliest lawn” contest.  To enter the “Eagle 94.3 Ugliest Lawn” contest, a contestant must send in a picture of their “ugly” lawn. Contestants may only submit their own lawn, you may not nominate a lawn other than your own.  Beginning June 1, 2009, listeners will vote for the lawn they feel is in most need of help.  Each week we will post new lawns for voting that will conclude the following Monday by noon. Each weekly winner will move on to the finals. We will post the 3 finalists during the last week of the contest.  Listeners will vote between the 4 finalists for the lawn they feel is the ugliest.  Voting will continue until noon on June 26, 2009.  At that time, the lawn with the most number of votes will be declared the winner and be awarded the Grand Prize.

This contest is open to Tennessee and Kentucky Residents who hold a valid form of photo identification, and are 18 years of age or older at time of contest play, with the exception of employees of Eagle 94.3, the sponsors,  advertising agencies, affiliates, employees of other radio stations, and members of their immediate families. 

One qualifier is permitted per household; one qualifier per family is permitted for the duration of this contest. The term “family” includes spouses, parents, children, grandparents, grandchildren and co-habitating significant others.

For example, 5 Star Radio Group/ Eagle 94.3  would include Saga Communications of Tuckasee, Inc,  and its sole member, Saga Communications, Inc.

1) No purchase is necessary to enter any Eagle 94.3  contest.

 

2) All contestants must be permanent residents of Tennessee or Kentucky and must provide Eagle 94.3  with a valid form of identification and Social Security number satisfactory to Eagle 94.3 management.

 

3) Subject to rule (4) below, all contestants must be at least 18 years old to be eligible to participate in contests that include hotel/motel accommodations, motor vehicles, boats, and/or air travel as prizes.
